Welcome to sociology. This policy sheet is designed to outline what you can expect from me as well as what you need to expect from yourselves over the coming months. Sociology is the study of groups, society, and social relationships. My goal is to not only introduce you to the subject, but to display the very diverse topics included therein.

Important things to remember for my class:

1. RESPECT-
a. For each other: I will not tolerate put-downs or insults of any kind. If you have an issue with a fellow student, or me, please see me outside of class and we will work out a solution. This class covers controversial topics in which opinions may vary greatly. Everyone is entitled to their opinion and has the right to constructively express that opinion. It is important that we keep open minds and accept that others may not agree with our viewpoint.

b. For school property and the property of others: Respect the privacy of your fellow students’ belongings. Also, remember that we have a limited and hard-working custodial staff. We can help them out by keeping the room as clean and orderly as possible. This especially applies to writing or drawing on desks. Finally, NO FOOD OR DRINK IN THE CLASS.
2. SUPPLIES- Each day you should come prepared to participate in class and succeed academically. Bring a 3-ring notebook with dividers to keep all papers and handouts organized. Make sure you also have paper for notes and activities, writing utensils, and perhaps something with which to color. You do not need your textbook everyday, though I will notify of a few days that will require you to bring your book.

3. GRADING SCALE- Grades are based on how well you perform on class assignments, homework, tests and quizzes. Grades are assigned based on the standard scale (A=90+, B=80-89, C=79-70 and so on). The grading scale will feature plusses and minuses, at the usual percentages. There will be a final and it will be worth approximately 15-20% of your grade.

4. JOURNALS- Some classes will feature prompts or open ended questions to which you are to respond. These responses should be numbered and kept together in a journal. Each response should take 10 minutes or so and should be about ¾ page in length. These will be collected at certain points throughout the semester. So keep them handy and organized.

5. ABSENCES- We will be following the standard CCHS policy for excused absences, offering 2 days to make up work for every day missed. It is up to you to find out what assignments you have missed. Unexcused absences result in a zero for all work completed that day. Frequent unexcused absences will result in referrals and calls home.

6. TARDIES- To be on time please be in your seat when the bell rings. Excessive unexcused tardies will result in a referral and a negative impact on your grade.

7. HOMEWORK- In this class, you can expect homework at least two or three nights a week. All homework is due at the beginning of class when the bell rings. Late papers may be handed in the next day for ½ credit, after which they will not be accepted. If you are late to class, so is your homework. Tardy students will receive half credit on any homework handed in. NOT ALL HOMEWORK AND ASSIGNMENTS  WILL BE POSTED ON MY WEBSITE.
8. EXAMS AND MAKE-UPS- If you miss an exam with an excused absence, you may take a different make-up version in the Social Studies Resource Center. Exams are a large portion of your grade in this class, so make sure you make them up in a timely fashion.

9. CONFERENCES- I will be available for help during periods ___, ___, and ___. My contact information is at the heading of this sheet. Please see me if you have any questions or concerns. However, I do have other responsibilities at the school that may take me away from my office. Making an appointment is the best way to ensure that I am there when you need me.

10. WRITING- Be prepared to write and type formal essays and other work in this class. Being in a social studies class does not mean that the rules of grammar and the English language no longer apply. You will be graded on the thoughtfulness and quality of your writing. There will be multiple writing assignments and projects over the course of this semester.
